Installing the update –
· Copy the calsawsconversion.exe file from the Client folder into the program folder. It’s not necessary to copy the calsaws.ini file 
· Execute the following scripts:
· AlterCalSAWSSettings.sql
· VACSWorkers.sql
· InsertVACSWorkersSF.sql (San Francisco only)
· Functions.sql
· Procedures.sql

Update highlights –
· New option on the Settings screen: Show Excluded Case Types. If set to ‘No’, the Program Code, Recovery Account Cause, and Overpayment Aid Code map tables will not show Excluded Case Types. If set to ‘Yes’ the map tables will show all codes.
· New option on the Settings screen: Show All Cleanup Records. If set to ‘No’, the Data Cleanup reports will only show records that will be in the extract. If set to ‘Yes’, all of the records will show up. The filter is based on the settings that were in place that last time the Create Debt List button was clicked. The filter doesn’t apply to the Possible Name Suffixes and Possible Line 2 Address reports.
· Fixed a bug in the Overpayment extract where Additional Charge amounts were being added to the Amounts.
· Modified the Overpayment extract to reverse the sign on the Transaction Amount. Positive amounts will decrease debt balance while negative amounts will increase debt balance. This is to conform to CalSAWS.
· Modified the Recovery Account extract to select a CalWIN User ID from the VACSWorkers table when using the Vehicle (year make model) option for Staff ID source. The table matches the VACS Worker ID to the CalWIN User ID. Each county will need to update this table with their own data. We are currently working on a process for this. When that is done, the other options for Staff ID will also reference the new table.
